Decorate Entrance Ways at 
Christmas, etc. 
Need at least two teams - Total of no less than four people. 
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SPECIAL EVENTS DIRECTOR 
Neighborhood "Holiday Decorating Contests" - Obtain Contest Entry Form, Collect Applications and Small Entry 
Fee ($5.00), Set dates for Judging and Present Awards, Announce Winner and Post on the Web Site. 
Examples: Christmas, Thanksgiving, Fourth of July 
Need no less than three people. 

COMPLIANCE COMMITTEE 
Must be (or become) well versed on our Deed of Restrictions and also Metro Code Enforcement Rules! Here again 
is where walkers are needed! Write down information on properties that are in disrepair and in need of attention. 
Examples: Junk piled up, grass not cut, gutters falling off, paint peeling, inoperable cars or recreational vehicles 
that have not been moved in over 24 hours, cars parked on grass or sidewalk. Also, take down information 
regarding homes for sale - get Address, Street, and information regarding the realtor advertising the property. 

• All Committees will work in conjunction with the Council and report their findings to them where proper action can 
be taken. 
• AII Committees will work hand in hand with the Council to ensure smooth sailing.
